The heart and hub of any community is its downtown area.  Improving those important districts is 
why I created the Indiana Main Street program. Last week, I recognized the success of Indiana Main 
Street communities, and welcomed new communities to the program. I awarded  Sheridan Main 
Street an Indiana Main Street Design of Downtown Public Improvements Award. I also awarded 
Michelle Junkins an Indiana Main Street Outstanding Board Member Award.  
  

Sheridan Main Street completed a pocket park this 
year in an area which was previously a parking lot.  
The new attraction encourages people to shop, visit 
and work downtown.  Sheridan Main Street also 
recently contracted with a local artist to restore the 
historic advertising mural on the Opera House.  
Community members expressed interest in restoring 
the murals and Sheridan Main Street was able to 
preserve this piece of the community's heritage.  The 
group believes that the efforts of the group and the 
community are working because three new 
businesses have opened in the downtown district.

Michelle Junkins, a native of Sheridan , was one of the first people to join the Main Street group 
when it was formed in 2005.

She chairs the promotion and design committees, and she was instrumental in helping 
the organization by managing fundraisers such as Memorial Day flags, murder mystery dinners and 
cornhole tournaments.  This year, she implemented "Second Saturdays", which successfully draws 
people into the downtown area each month.  
  
There are 92 Indiana Main Street communities. The program is administered through the state's 
Office of Community and Rural Affairs (OCRA). OCRA provides technical assistance regarding 
economic revitalization and community development in local downtown districts to participating 
Indiana cities and towns.  
In state government, we are committed to revitalizing the economy all across Indiana - small towns 
and big cites alike. But we know that the residents and leaders of those communities are the best 
architects of your own economic recovery. And a key part of that recovery is a thriving downtown.

Zionsville, Ind. (November 03, 2009) – The Indianapolis Executive Airport (IEA) announced 
today that it has received the Aviation Association of Indiana’s 2009 Airport of the Year award. 
Airports are evaluated based on economic development, contributions to aviation education, 
corporate citizenship and community outreach, safety and security, environmental improvements 
and aesthetics.  
IEA, owned and operated by the Hamilton County Airport Authority and managed by 
Montgomery Aviation, Inc., is the sixth recipient of the award since the award’s inception in 
2004. 
Factors contributing to IEA’s recognition include strategic planning and growth, making IEA the 
eight-largest economic impact airport in Indiana by 2008, with an estimated impact of more than 
$87 million for 2008. Through corporate citizenship and community outreach, IEA has positively 
impacted surrounding organizations and thereby contributed to overall economic development as 
well. Charitable organizations benefiting from IEA’s extensive outreach program include the 
Down Syndrome Indiana, Commemorative Air Force (CAF), Jackson Center, CureSearch 
(National Childhood Cancer Foundation), St. Vincent Hospital Foundation, Indianapolis Art 
Center, Special Olympics, Muscular Dystrophy Association, National Brain Tumor Foundation, 
Cerebral Palsy and Witham Hospital. The airport is also sponsor and host to a number of 
community organizations in Boone and Hamilton counties that benefit from the airport’s active 
participation. 
Other initiatives contributing to this recognition include IEA’s completion of a $3.4 million 
runway project funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) that employed 
80 workers for approximately two months. It was the first ARRA airport construction project 
started and finished in the state and possibly the country for airport development and 
infrastructure improvement. 
The airport also recently completed a 20-year master plan that provided technical guidance for 
future plan development to support its forecasted growth and maintenance. As part of this master 
plan, the airport completed an environmental overview including a noise analysis and a public 
information meeting at the airport which allowed the public to provide feedback on the 
forecasted development.  
The Airport of the Year award included a plaque and signs to be displayed at the airport as well 
as $1,000, which the Hamilton County Airport Authority has donated to the Down Syndrome 
Indiana, Jackson Center and the Commemorative Air Force. Montgomery Aviation, Inc. has 
raised more than $25,000 for these three charities alone in 2009. The Airport of the Year award 
was announced at the Aviation Association of Indiana (AAI) Annual Conference held at the 
Swan Lake Resort in Plymouth, Ind., on October 15, 2009.  AAI promotes positive economic 
attributes of airports and aviation and directly represents the interests of its membership to public 
decision-making bodies and the general public.
