As you know, The 60-Plus Club is an Indiana not-for-profit
corporation that has been granted 501(c)(3) status by the
Internal Revenue Service. The mission of the organization
is to provide the availability of the goods and services, at
reduced costs, that the older adults of Hamilton County,
Indiana, need for them to grow older at home, rather than
in a retirement community or in an assisted living facility.

2010, to be held at Oak Hill Mansion.The event will be a
Casino staged by the Broad Ripple Sertoma Club, a local
service club that has over fifty years experience
presenting these truly fun-filled happenings.
