You don't see 
her waiting while inconsiderate people crowd them, their purses getting in Blake's face while he holds onto his 
walker and not having room to maneuver the wheelchair in tight places. You don't see her running off to the store 
for a quick pick up of something she forgot earlier. Most importantly you don't see her angry at the boys for the 
extra work it takes to care for them because she doesn’t get angry at them for the special care they require. You see 
the love they share and how they are making it work the best they can and the pride Amy takes in doing so much for 
herself. But, even when she doesn't ask she still needs help - she is human. She NEEDS this van.  
WE NEED A LOT OF HELP TO HELP HER.
